If your PC doesn’t meet 
these standards, it will get disconnected.

on Mac OS X:

1. Go to the “Apple” 
menu and select 
“System Preferences”. 
Click the “Network” 
icon.
 
2. Select “Built-in 
Ethernet” from the 
“Configure” 
drop-down list.
 
3. Select the “Ethernet” 
tab. Look for the field 
labeled “Ethernet 
Address”.

on Windows XP:

1. Go to the “Start” 
menu and select “Run”.
 
2. Type “cmd” and 
press Enter.
 
3. In the window 
that appears, type 
“ipconfig /all”. 
 
4. Look for the field 
labeled “Physical 
Address” under the 
“Ethernet adapter 
Local Area Connection” 
heading.

on Windows Vista:

1. Go to the “Start” 
menu and in the search 
bar type “cmd” and 
press Enter.
 
2. In the window 
that appears, type 
“ipconfig /all”.
 
3. Look for the field 
labeled “Physical 
Address” under the 
“Ethernet adapter 
Local Area Connection” 
heading.

 

Warning! You must register your wired Ethernet Card Address, NOT your wireless one. On 
Windows Vista, avoid recording the address of anything “tunneling”! For more help, ask an RCC.
